The following is an update to the Town Board on Planning Department/ Town Planning projects:

A. Rezoning ltems:

Zak Management - Jeffrey Boulevard Rezoning: Per the direction of the Town Board, we
prepared a Positive Declaration (requiring the preparation of a Supplemental GEIS) resolution
which included strong statements about the proposal not receiving a favorable vote for
rezoning. The Town Board was preparing for this action, but the applicant provided a letter
requesting that the application be put “on hold” for a year. Based on our review, the Town
Attorney's office research, and your direction at the 2/27/17 Town Board work session, we
were instructed to prepare resolutions either accepting the applicant’s withdraw of their
rezoning application or if no withdraw request was received, a resolution stating that the
request for tabling for one year was being considered a withdraw of the application. For either
resolution, | was to state that the Town Board was preparing to issue a Positive Declaration if
the project was not withdrawn. The applicant has requested a meeting with the Town Board
prior to this resolution being passed.

Applicants for the rezoning of the former “Sisters” property at South Park and Sowles road
have made application to the Town (copy of plan given to the TB at a previous meeting), The
Code Review Committee has made a formal recommendation on this request and this item
was referred to the Planning Board by the Town Board. It is still at the Planning Board as the
Town is completing a coordinated SEQR (waiting for information from the applicant).

As of 3/13/17, we have still not received the SEQR information and therefore have not
processed the SEQR coordinated review and it remains tabled at the Planning Board.

The Lakeview Road rezoning (R-1 to R-A to allow horses) was referred to the Planning Board
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and the Planning Board recommended approval. A public hearing was held and now the project

is back before you tonight for potential action (SEQR Negative Declaration and conditional
rezoning).

B. The Planning Board held their last meeting on 3/1/17. Please see the attached draft minutes
from that meeting.

C. The Code review committee met last on 2/1/17 and | reported on this meeting at the last
Town Board meeting. The Code review committee will have to meet again on 3/15/17, as
several new items have arisen.
